We are sure your party will be a fun and memorable experience.  Please read the following guidelines, and complete the checklist on the backside.  At Progressive Riding Academy, our two main objectives are fun and safety.  Please read the following items to make sure your party is wonderful!

Release Forms:

This packet includes release forms for your guests.  Please make sure that each guest who rides a horse has a signed form on site at the time of the party.  You may bring these with you at the time of the party.  Nobody may ride, handle or sit on a horse without a signed release form.  You may also download these forms at our website: www.pro-riding.com, Please click the “events” link.

Helmets:

Although we have a soft, sand arena, helmets are required for all riders.  Please have your guests bring their riding, bicycle or skateboarding helmets with them on the day of the party.

Attire:

All guests who ride horses must wear long pants.  They must also wear shoes that enclose all toes, preferably with a small heel.  

Room Prep:

We have a public room with arena observation.  There is a six-foot long banquet table, chairs and side seating.  Please arrive one-half hour early to set up cake, utensils, drinks or decorations.  We are sorry, but we cannot allow balloons in the barn.

Directions:

We are located just three miles off of I-5.  Progressive Riding Academy is located at 4192 Hoff Road.  From I-5, take the Bellingham Airport/Bakerview Exit.  Head west, past the airport, until you come to Marine Drive.  Take a right.  Drive until you come to Bancroft (the Fort Bellingham Market on your left).  Take a right.  Follow this road (which changes to Country Lane as it veers to the left) until you come to Hoff road.  Take a right.  We are the driveway on the right before the road turns left, a large cream-colored barn.

Parking:

There are a few graveled parking spaces in front of the barn.  Guests may also park on the grass in the front.

Additional Safety Tips:

Our horses are gentle, experienced and used to working with children.  However, loud noises and sudden movements can spook any horse.  Please help us remind children that there should be no running or yelling in the barn.
